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Using What Works: Adapting Evidence-Based Programs to Fit Your Needs is the National Cancer Institute’s (NCI) newest tool for disseminating research into practice.  It is designed for health promoters, educators and comprehensive cancer control planners at the national, regional, state, and local levels.  This training teaches participants how to plan a health program using evidence-based programs, also known as research-tested interventions.  Evidence-based programs have already been conducted, evaluated, and shown to be effective in a given community.

After completing this training, participants will be able to use these evidence-based programs as a starting place for their own programs.  Participants will learn how to choose an evidence-based program with potential for success in their community, how to modify the program to meet the unique characteristics of their audiences, and how to evaluate the success of the program.
