· There are 8.9 million cancer survivors in the United States.

· Latinos are one of the largest and fastest-growing U.S. minorities.

· 4.2% (or 240,000) of cancer survivors are of Hispanic origin.

· Approximately 1.5% of all Latino males are cancer survivors, and 1.3% of all Latino females are cancer survivors.

· Survivors must face myriad issues after treatment.

· There is a gap in educational resources for Latino cancer patients leaving treatment.
· NCI has developed a publication to fill this gap.
